I, (Forest and Park Supervisor) ________________________________________ authorize (Volunteer Representative  / Organization) _______________________________________________________ to access (State Forest, Park or Reservation) _______________________________________________ on this date(s) of__________________________________ for the purpose of trail maintenance as outlined below.  
Description of approved work projects and locations: 

Project # 1 – Relocate portion of “Deer Hill” trail at least 100 feet away from vernal pool (s). New trail location will first be approved and flagged by DCR West Region Trail Coordinator prior to relocation.  No trees (except for saplings) will need to be cut. Close (brush in and disguise with leaf litter) section of existing trail near vernal pool to prevent future use. Monitor and maintain closure.
Project #2 – Relocate a portion of “Whirlpool” trail away from state/private boundary and junk cars. Relocation should be at least 100ft from boundary to avoid confusion with marked boundary and preferably far enough away so that private junk cars are not easily seen from trail. Close (brush in and disguise with leaf litter) section of existing trail near boundary to prevent future use. Monitor and maintain closure.

Project #3 – Remove trail connections to Mr. Barry’s property to prevent public access, remove trail signs and post private property signs or leaving state forest signs. New maps will not show connection to private property.
Project #4 – Meet with DCR to formulate naming and marking system for new trails. Mark new trails with horizontal 2”x4” blue blazes (preferably right side of trail). Sharp turns should be marked with double off-set blazes (refer to DCR trail signage standards). Sign new trails with standard Carsonite signs and trail markers (refer to DCR trail signage standards).  As available, DCR will provide signs, tools for installation and instructions on how and where to install. Remove all signs not approved by DCR staff.
Project #5 – Remove and dispose of all stuffed animals and parts of stuffed animals found along new trails.
Project #6 – Coordinate with DCR staff to locate additional trail opportunity to replace trails built on private property. No additional new trail work will be undertaken without DCR prior approval and signed work plan.
Project restrictions and work guidelines:

The use of all motorized equipment for trail work must be approved by DCR staff. 

All equipment operators must be properly licensed, insured and experienced in the safe operation. 
Safety equipment must be worn while working with heavy equipment and chainsaws.

Provide work schedule to DCR staff five days in advance of project start date.
All Volunteers are to sign and out in daily at Park Headquarters.

Notify DCR staff when project is completed.

Provide DCR staff with signed Volunteer Release Forms and completed work log.
